Four-Stroke Engine, Transparent
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1. Description

A four-stroke engine (or Otto engine) is a kind of
internal combustion engine which requires four
strokes to operate, whereby the combustible
mixture of air and fuel is ignited by a spark plug.

The crankshaft conveys the force and also con-
trols the changes in the gas mixture.
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Fig. 1: Working strokes of four-stroke engine

(from left to right):

Intake, compression, ignition (power), exhaust
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...going one step further
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2. Operation
